  This 17th century example from Langley Chapel, Salop, shows 
the Communion table that replaced the altar. It is supplied with 
reading desks. In this church is a reading pew.  In 1644, around the 
time of this communion table, an ordinance of Parliament banned 
the Book of Common Prayer from all places of worship. 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
